Against: exploitation

Fast fashion exploits workers
globally, paying them less than what
they should earn




Against: costing foo much

Fast fashion can wind up costing
you more than "real"” clothes,
making you pay more than you
should.




What can we do?

We can buy less and give
priority to Quality Fashion
over Fast Fashion, choose
eco-friendly fabrics, and make
our clothes last wearing them
until they are worn out.
